Task outline:
This task asks you to combine two different aspects of research to produce a creative art work.

· You are going to choose a New Zealand artist, (xxx) research that artist to establish some of the major characteristics of their work.
· You will research and précis one of the New Zealand legends featuring Maui and explaining creation. 

· You will find and research six legends from other countries and cultures that also focus on the Creation theme.

· From those six legends you will choose four that you like and compare and contrast them.

· Using the characteristics from your art research create a picture element for each of the four legends.
· Write the legend in your own words, using a word processor. Make sure you save it using an appropriate old looking font.
The final stage is where you will put this all together into your own piece of work after the style of xxx.

· Strand One

Strand Two

In most cultures, legends have grown out of our imagination and experiences to explain natural phenomena including the origins of people and places.

In the Maori culture there is a legend including Maui which explains the creation of the world and people.

Strand Four         Compare and contrast your four chosen legends.





Strand 5:   Thinking about art work, create a picture element for each of your four legends. Make sure there is some flow between each element.
When you have finished this toy your satisfaction, scan and save it, cropping out everything but the finished work.
Create a text document of one of your legends. Ensure that it is saved with an appropriate old looking font.

Also ensure that you have used “Word art,” that you have centred your title and have saved it into your folder.

When you have finished print it off and attach it here.
The final stage is where you will put this all together into your own piece of work after the style of xxx.

To do this you will need to follow these steps.

1. Open your saved file of your chosen legend in your own words.

2. Highlight the text, copy it.

3. Minimise the word processor and open paintshop.

4. Open a new image and press Control and V together to paste your text into the blank image.

5. Open your saved picture from strand 5.

6. Click on ‘Edit’ and ‘Copy’.

7. Click back on the new image with your text in it

8. click on ‘edit’

9. click on ‘paste’ and on ‘as new layer’

10. Click on ‘layer’

11. Click on ‘properties’

12. Change opacity to about 50. (you may want to try some different settings. This will let you see the text through the image.
13. Save and print your finished image.
